The National Reference Laboratory for FMD of the Friedrich-Loeffler-Institute has confirmed an infection with 
FMD virus in water buffalo in Märkisch-Oderland, Brandenburg. Three water buffalo in the region have died and 11 
have been killed as a precautionary measure.  Closely related FMD viruses are found in the Middle East and Asia, but 
the exact origin and route of entry into livestock is still unknown. Suitable vaccines against these viruses are available 
in the German FMD antigen bank.
