Kenya reported 
mpox in a truck driver traveling from Uganda to Rwanda at a border crossing in southern Kenya. Uganda detected its 
first two cases of mpox in the western border district of Kasese, in the towns of Mpondwe and nearby Bwera, 
however the infections did not take place in Uganda but came from DRC. Sequencing of three cases reported from 
Uganda and Kenya has now confirmed all belong to a deadlier variant (clade Ib) previously seen only in the DRC.  

Burundi has reported its first outbreak of mpox, with 37 confirmed cases and 193 suspected cases as of August 6, 
2024. Meanwhile, Rwanda reported two confirmed cases of mpox in the Gasabo and Rusizi districts, sequencing 
results identifying it as mpox Clade Ia.
